Workshop One

Cultural and faith perspectives on family violence

Shakti Women's Aid will discuss issues connected to violence within families and relationships from cultural and faith perspectives. Workshop Two

Workshop Four

This workshop will provide an Islamic perspective on recognising our common humanity and shared values, inspiring all to build a better society. This session will be run by Islam Information Scotland.
Workshop Five
Cultural and faith perspectives

Workshop Six
Belief in Dialogue

Workshop Seven

Faith and Identity

Workshop Eight

The impact of faith in Scotland today

This workshop will explore the impact that faith has in the areas of personal life, families, communities, Scotland and the world. It will be run by the West of Scotland Regional Equality Council and AMINA Muslim Women’s Resource Centre.
